Consideration
$1000 or a male or female puppy from the breeding female’s last litter. 
BREEDING RIGHTS: Owner/Seller does retain the exclusive lifetime breeding rights to dog/puppy (Breeding females are retired between 6 and 8 years of age). After the last litter of puppies the dog named above is to be spayed.  Once proof of spay is received Owner/Seller will sign over all AKC paperwork. 

OWNERSHIP OF PUPS: Owner/Seller shall be entitled to all right, title, and ownership of the pups. 

CARE OF DOG: Foster/Buyer shall be solely responsible for the proper housing, medical care, training, and maintenance at all times including but limited to the times during which she is pregnant. Foster/Buyer agrees to follow the AKC good citizen guidelines for their dog. Foster/Buyer also agrees that dog/puppy will be kept in a secure kennel or dog crate.

BREEDING OR NEUTERING: Foster/Buyer shall be prohibited from breeding the dog or having her spayed without the express written consent of Owner/Seller. In addition, Foster/Buyer shall, at his own expense, have dog spayed upon the written request of Owner/Seller, and Owner/Seller shall thereafter be given written documentation of such spaying. All rights that Owner/Seller may have under this contract pertaining to dog shall terminate upon the receipt of such documentation.

LIABILITY: Foster/Buyer shall be solely responsible for any damage or injury that may be caused by dog. Owner releases Owner/Seller from any liability, and holds Owner/Seller harmless relating to any damage or injury caused by the dog. 

TRANSFER OF DOG: Foster/Buyer is prohibited from selling or transferring the dog without the written consent of Owner/Seller. 

BREACH OF AGREEMENT: Foster/Buyer shall be deemed in breach of this agreement for any of the following actions: 

A. Foster/Buyer denies Owner/Seller access to the dog for purposes of breeding, or in any way hinders or attempts to prevent such breeding.

B. Foster/Buyer spays the dog without the written permission of Owner/Seller.

C. Foster/Buyer fails to properly care for the dog, or fails to follow any recommendations made by Owner/Seller regarding the proper care of the dog.
AMENDMENT OF AGREEMENT: This agreement can be amended only by a subsequent written agreement between the parties.
Guarantee

*As of this date the dog/puppy is in good health and free of communicable diseases.

*Buyer may return the dog/puppy to the Seller within 48 hours of purchase for a full refund.

*Buyer has five business days to have the dog/puppy examined by a veterinarian.  A statement from the veterinarian must accompany any claims made within this time period.  The Seller has the right to have the dog/puppy examined by Seller's own veterinarian.

*To the best knowledge of the Seller, the dog/puppy is purebred.

.*The puppy is bred NOT to have hip or elbow dysplasia. The Orthopedic Foundation for Animals "OFA" has determined there is approximately a 20% risk of hip dysplasia even though the Breeder has followed OFA's breeding guidelines to the best of their ability. 

Limitations of guarantee
This contract applies to the original dog/puppy only and is nontransferable to a second party. No replacement will be given if the male or female has been bred. Buyer is responsible for all transportation costs to and from Olympia Kennels. The dog/puppy must be in good physical condition and current vaccination/health records must accompany the returned dog/puppy.
Maintenance

*Buyer agrees to provide normal preventative health care. This includes, but is not limited to, annual physical exam by veterinarian, maintenance of vaccinations including Rabies and DHLPP, consulting a veterinarian if the dog’s weight should decrease by more than 15% over a few weeks time, providing adequate shelter and nourishment for the dog and keeping the dog at optimal weight for the breed.

* Buyer agrees to keep track of all heat cycles.  

*Buyer agrees Seller will repossess the dog/puppy upon evidence of neglect or abuse at no expense to the Seller. No refund will be given.

All terms and covenants of this contract shall be enforced and construed in accordance with the laws of the state of New Hampshire, in Rockingham County. This writing constitutes the full agreement of both parties.
